As you all know computers can be a real pain- in the neck, back, wrist and eyes- with long-
term use.

Using such a weapon as a foundation, a terrorist might
even create a salted bomb.

According to the recent scientific estimates any large-scale military conflict with the use
of nuclear weapons result in nuclear winter or summer CAN
and global climate change killing the majority of living beings.
Nuclear winter is a hypothetical global climate condition that was predicted to be a
possible outcome of a large-scale nuclear war. It is thought that severely cold weather
by detonating large numbers of nuclear weapons, CAUSE
especially over flammable targets such as cities.

A Nuclear summer is a hypothetical scenario resulting from a nuclear war that would
follow a nuclear winter. In this scenario, after the nuclear winter the amount of water in the
